CIRCULAR

Sub:- issue of Executive Orders based on Court
Judgement within the stipulated time.

In Circular No.FD (Spl) 187/95 dated 22.2.1995 instructions have been
issued to all the Departments to take necessary action for issuing executive

orders on court judgements within the stipulated time.

The Accountant General in his letter dated 3.6.2010 has stated that it
cannot implement the judgements of the various Courts without the
executive orders of the concerned Administrative Departments, based on the
Court Orders.

It has also been recently conveyed by the Advocate General that the
Hon’ble High Court of Karnataka has expressed displeasure on delay in
implementing court orders. While the Administrative Department in
consultation with Law Department may take a stand that an appeal could be
filed against a specific order, that action also needs to be taken in a prompt
way so as not to give scope for initiation of contempt proceedings. In cases
where the competent authority has given a legal opinion that there is no
merit in filing an appeal, the concerned administrative authority must not
lose any time in implementing the court orders, intimating the office of the

Accountant General and all concerned.



Under the circumstances, it is impressed upon all the Administrative
Departments/Heads of the Departments once again, to take urgent action to
Issue necessary executive orders and communicate such orders to the
Accountant General’s office within the stipulated time fixed by the courts
for the implementation of judgements, or an interim reply regarding

preferring an appeal in the higher courts against the Judgements should be

sent.
